IV injection Contraindicated1

IV infusion Contraindicated1

COMPATIBILITY Do not mix with other medicines

SPECIAL NOTES 1 unit is equivalent to 1 microgram of procaine benzylpenicillin (procaine penicillin).1
Procaine may cause tachycardia and has been associated with the unmasking of 
Brugada syndrome.1
